Baseball: A Beloit Passion

Beloit baseball began in 1866, when Beloit College students returning from the Civil
War, organized the Olympian Base Ball Club. The following year, Beloit made a
splash when it hosted the first State Championship made up of 26 teams and

attended by app. 2,400 people. The 8-day event put Beloit and baseball on the map
for Wisconsin.

The baseball passion continued through the years of the Fairbank’s Fairies, a semi-
pro team organized by the F-M Athletic Association (1915-1926).

Baseball games continued to be held at various locations. The Beloit Brewers/
Snappers played at Pohiman Field. Today, we are very fortunate that Beloit Sky
Carp enthusiasts can attend the games of the Midwest League affiliate of the Miami
Marlins at our impressive new ABC Stadium built in 2021. (See article on pp. 4-5)

A. Van Galder farm four miles east of .
Beloit on highway 61. The white robed and hooded klansmen went through their work in front of a 30-foot burning cross, pitched
on top of a hill so that it was visible for several miles. The huge cross was kept blazing by constant spraying with kerosene. Under
its light and the rays of several automobile headlights, the KKK leaders moved about in their white costumes presenting a most
unusual sight.

The work was put on by the Blackhawk Klan of Rockford, lll., and Klan dignitaries from three states. The demonstration featured a
40-minute address given by Dr. W. S. Harper, Atlanta, Ga., ( a former Methodist minister for 25 years) now a national Klan lecturer,
and the initiation of a class of 25 men from Clinton and vicinity. The meeting was entirely public, no effort being made to keep out
non-members or prevent them from hearing the lecture and initiation ceremonies. Automobiles and people from a radius of 20 to
25 miles packed the big field. Two “hot dog" and fruit stands located on the grounds did a thriving business.

King Kleagle (an officer who recruits and controls members), William F. Wiesman, Milwaukee, and the Great Titan of Illinois
opened the meeting shortly after 8 o'clock and introduced Dr. Harper to the ‘huge audience’. Dr. Harper led the kneeling klansmen
in prayer. After having the audience and Klan sing one verse of America, the Atlanta lecturer proceeded with his address, outlining
the ideals and principles of the Ku Klux Klan. "We want native born American citizens, having the best interests of their community,
city, state and nation at heart, owing no allegiance to any foreign government, political party, sect, creed, or ruler and engaged in
legitimate occupation. We want such men as members of the most
powerful secret, non-political organization in existence, one that has
the most sublime lineage in history, one that was here yesterday,
here today and here forever.”

The Rockford Officer led the initiation ceremony, dedicating them
“to the service of God, home and country”. The candidates were
wearing ordinary citizens' clothes and gathered about in a circle in
the middle of the field with an American flag in the center.

The tenants of the Klan were recited to the candidates followed by a
prayer, while all knelt on one knee with bared heads. The great titan
of lllinois tf_len addressed the class and admltted them to 1920s, and, then as now, tried to wrap its hatred and racism in the
membership.

Interviewed by reporters at the close of the ceremonies, the King Kleagle of Wisconsin, the great titan of lllinois and Dr. Harper
were all willing to talk. “I have them but | can’t give them out to you.” replied King Klengle Weisman when asked for the names of
klansmen living in Rock County. “You have them, right here and it won'’t be long before they'll be parading the streets of your
town.” the lllinois titan predicted. “I hope you’ll be parading with them.” Weisman said the women of the KKK are being organized,
and thousands of women are being enrolled. He indicated the Rock County gathering was but a harbinger of greater meetings to
follow in this section as part of the program of the invisible empire.

The KKK reached the height of membership —4.5 million—in the
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Beloit is a sports town with a passion for baseball. The game
we know as baseball is thought to be based on English bat and
ball games that immigrants brought to the east coast United
States. In 1866, Beloit College students returning from their
service in the Civil War, brought the new sport back with them
and organized the Olympian Base Ball Club. Games at this
time would be unrecognizable to us today. High scores and
games lasting more than four hours was normal.

To play baseball, there needs to be two teams on the field and,
in 1866, there were many teams throughout the stateline. Local
teams included the Union Base Ball Club, a team of high
school age players from the Beloit Academy, with the
Olympians winning an early game 57-12. Other teams included
the Madison Capitals, the Bower City Club in Janesville, the
Beloit Badgers, a local independent team, the Union team in
Rockton, lllinois, the Forest City team from Rockford and teams
from Whitewater, Madison and Milwaukee.

A Wisconsin State Baseball Championship took place in Beloit
in 1867. Teams from the surrounding area, including Chicago
and Milwaukee, took part in the tournament. The games were
played at Beloit’s Driving Park grounds owned by Hank
Talmadge (south of Switchtrack Alley with the entrance off of
Prairie Ave.) The Beloit Olympians claimed this championship.

professional clubs, originally signing with the Cincinnati Reds. He was traded to
the Washington Senators in 1915, becoming their regular catcher within two
years and stayed with the team until 1923 when he returned to Beloit. Gharrity
then played for the Fairbanks Fairies until they disbanded.
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The Fairbanks Fairies baseball team is a result of the Fairbanks Morse Athletic Association. About 1,000 workers joined the
association, paying 25 cents annual dues because they wanted a semi-pro baseball team in Beloit. Many of these workers
joined together to build a ballpark. On April 24, 1915, work began on the stands, fences and bleachers for Morse Field which
stretched over two acres along Park Avenue. Audiences numbering about 2000 attended the home games to watch the
semi-pro team play. Many players moved from the Fairies to play for professional teams.

Long before boys Little League teams, the Morse
Field Morning League played ball. This photo, (right)
taken in 1920 or 1921, shows the young boys who
played baseball on the big diamond at Morse Field in {4
exchange for picking up paper and trash after home L
games.

The Fairies played from 1915 to 1927 and the field
was torn down in 1930. After the Fairies team
disbanded Eddie Gharrity returned to Washington
playing baseball for two years then became a coach.

In the winter of 1939, a group of Beloit young men
were playing cribbage in the north end of town for
amusement. The group became so popular that they decided to form their own organization and the Beloit Cribbage Club
was formed. They decided to build a clubhouse to provide space for the players. However, a clubhouse was an ambitious
endeavor for a small club and they expanded to include a baseball team. The sports of soft ball, bowling and ping pong were
also included. From its small beginnings with 110 members, the organization grew to be city-wide with over 1000 members
and the name changed to the Beloit Booster Athletic Club. Eddie Gharrity took over management of the baseball team.

On August 16,1942, a game between the Beloit Booster Athletic Club and Great Lakes Naval Training Station baseball team
was played at Summit Field in Beloit to raise money for the Navy Relief and Welfare Fund. Exhibition games between
service and professional teams were played throughout World War 1. Great Lakes defeated the Beloit Booster Athletic Club
by a score of 16-1.

Baseball in Beloit flourished in many forms. Young boys played on Little League teams and boys in their late teens played in
the Stars of Tomorrow League, with teams named after former Beloit players such as Gharritys and Perrings. Players
moved from Little League to play on high school, college and many times semi-pro and professional teams.

An interesting new donation includes three scrapbooks about the Beloit Ski Club,
that competed in ski jump competitions. Most of the material is from around 1940s,
and includes many newspaper clippings about ski competitions, as well as a lot of
great black and white photos and memorabilia such as original race numbers and
programs. Much of the material focuses on the Beloit team, but also includes
broader ski and world events, such as WWII. An interesting intersection of the two
is a group of Norwegian skiers who escaped from the Nazis to serve in the

Norwegian air force training in Canada. The newspaper article notes that they are
only identified by their first names to protect their families still in occupied

Riverside Park was the scene of a
celebration when Representatives of
Beloit 2000, the City of Beloit, Friends of
the Riverfront, Warner Electric and its
parent company, Colfax Corp., helped re
-dedicate Vern Shaffer's sculpture
Celebration at its new home on the north
side of Riverside Park.

“We're very excited about this gift of
wonderful art,” Friends of the Riverfront
spokesperson Jeff Adams said. “It's a
very symbolic celebration today.”

“This year, Beloit will see some very
dramatic and wonderful improvements to
the park,” Beloit 2000 Chairman Gary
Grabowski said.
